In 
the context of Matthew 28:1920 all believers 
are to be disciples and make disciples.

It's own mission statement is to 
develop the basis for an intercultural TEE curriculum, to draw together 
international training teams to conduct TEE seminars and workshops, to 
establish and manage a "seed fund" for the secure launching of 
National TEE programmes and to establish a "Global TEE Resource
